· Jay announced that the annual District Rotary Conference is later this week at the Balsam’s and that he looks forward to Liz’s innovations in changing the educational breakout sessions for the event, which has expanded 39 events from 9. Way to go Liz! 
*   Kathy Purvis described the Salvation Army’s extensive efforts to help survivors of the hurricane. The Salvation Army is providing aid to 50,000 survivors in 30 states. 31,000 are in shelters, while 19,000 are receiving food, water, or clothing. At Otis Air Force base, there are 100 volunteers providing 4,000 meals daily, as well as luggage, children’s toys, and transportation for other hurricane survivors taking refuge in Massachusetts as they apply for federal and state assistance.
 Speaker

The featured speaker, Linda Saren spoke about foster care. She is a social worker in the state child protection agency based in Haverhill. Over 10,000 children are served by this system, and every day an additional 3 children come into the system. She notes that there has been a dramatic and worrisome increase in children needing foster care due to substance abuse or domestic violence. Within the greater Haverhill area, which includes Newburyport there are 166 children in foster care at the moment. Sixty eight of these children have to placed as far away as Springfield, Jamaica Plain, and Roxbury because of the lack of local options. Currently, no homes in Newburyport take in foster children.
