Bob Laux, our District Governor was our featured speaker today. Bob is a recipient of the District Service Award from the Rotary Foundation. He and his wife Cynthia are both multiple Paul Harris Fellows. He spoke of the Four Pillars of the Rotary Club.
1. Leadership Development

2. World and Community Service

3. The Rotary Foundation

4. Membership

He spoke of the importance of having members in training for each of the Four Avenues of Service. Water resource development and literacy programs are fundamental objectives of Rotary’s World and Community Service.
     The Rotary Foundation is proud of their over 37,000 Ambassadorial Scholarships which provided funds towards Master’s Degrees.
