            Guest Speaker

Ganson “Jock” Purcell, a retired obstetrician from Hartford, CT, moved recently to Amesbury. He presented a slide show about his trip to Antarctica. Purcell volunteers at the Joppa Educational Center where he is active in many of the Audubon research initiatives. He also brought informational packets on a project that has its headquarters at the center – 1% for the earth initiative which asks businesses donate one percent of their net income for environmental causes. The former CEO and founder of Patagonia, Yvan Chouinard, the clothing retailer, founded it.
      Going to Antarctica, Purcell explained, meant going to see a landscape of rock and water. His photos testified to the surprising shapes that ice takes on, showing icebergs that looked like enormous table tops and spiked, and castle- like cones. He walked the last four miles that Ernest Shackleton had walked in escaping Antarctica. For Purcell, it was a muddy walk, Shackleton, an ice and snow drenched one. “If you don’t believe global warning is upon us, just look,” he said of the photo contrasting mud valleys and ice peaks.
     To arrive in Antarctica means flying to the southern most point of Argentina’s Tierra del Fuego, a city named Ushuaia, then crossing a channel. The boat trip requires a strong stomach and stronger Dramamine as it crosses the “furious forties”. A vessel called a Zodiac brings 12 passengers to shore. His group explored part of the Falkland Islands, the South Shetland Islands and Elephant Island off Antarctica.

He showed pictures of penguins with exotic features: He showed pictures of penguins with exotic features: blue eye rings, yellow feathered caps, faint black lines like that of a chin strap, serrated tongues. He showed a picture of Elephant Island, where Ernest Shackleton’s men had spent 18 months waiting for their leader to return with a rescue vessel. They dined on penguin to survive.
