Leon Tranchemontagne of the Biddeford-Saco Rotary Club in Maine gave a presentation on organ donation. Himself a recipient of a liver transplant. Leon talked of the importance of declaring one’s intentions to donate organs to other family members in case they are asked by a doctor for permission. Approximately 88,000 people are currently on a waiting list for donor organs, 60 thousand alone for kidneys. He addressed many of the myths associated with organ donation, including the prioritization of the rich and famous.
