      60 Seconds of Rotary
In honor of today’s election, Grace explained how Rotary International selects its president. Any candidate, to be considered qualified, must serve a minimum 2 year term as director. At the annual convention, the 17 person membership committee (with members from every zone) nominates candidates. Club organizations may also nominate a candidate, if the majority of clubs in the district agree to support the candidate. With this pool of candidates, delegates to the annual convention vote by secret ballot. The winner then serves as president elect for one year, and then president for a one year term.
            Guest Speaker

Gail Hull of Ipswich, and general manager of Tendercrop, spoke about “Partners in Development,” (PID) a non-profit that she and her husband began in 1990. Gail and James Hull founded PID in 1990 as a Christian Service Organization committed to education and economic advancement for Third World poor.

     It has been active in Haiti, the poorest country in the Western Hemisphere, until the recent violence made it untenable and unsafe. They are working in Guatemala and waiting for Haiti’s elections to dictate whether conditions, which have made many people hostage in their homes, will allow their return. 
One.1 billion people, Hull 
explained, live in extreme poverty. Access to food is the number one indicator of a community’s ability to escape poverty. She asked us to imagine what life would be like if the disaster witnessed in New Orleans were an ongoing reality: “What if life was one prolonged disaster?” Having seen such communities, she explained, they fight for everything. What PID has tried to do, and has accomplished, is the provision of consistent access to food, healthcare and education.

 Their many initiatives include:
* An education and assistance program, where for a $22 sponsorship, provides a child’s education, uniform, and three meals per day.
* A small child feeding program.

* Emergency Relief Program.

* Housing program which helps families escape the slums and live in houses with access to community wells and gardens.

* Small Business Loan Program.

* Medical Program which includes training for health care workers, an array of education classes, and the construction of a clinic.
