      60 Seconds of Rotary
Grace reminded us all that November is Rotary Foundation Month and that in 2004 alone the foundation donated over 84.7 million dollars. She went on to read a message from Frank Devlin of Mexico. 
            Guest Speaker

Liz Cullen was our speaker today since she is our club’s Rotary Foundation Chairperson. The Rotary Foundation is what sets Rotary apart from the other service organizations. Founded in 1917 the Foundation has since donated over 1 billion dollars to invaluable causes.
The two components of the Foundation are the Permanent Fund and the Annual Fund.

Of the donations added to the Permanent Fund each year only the interest is spent. Five percent of the interest goes to administrative expenses and 95% goes to the World Fund. Gifts to the Annual Fund are invested for three years before 50% of the total goes to the World Fund and 50% goes back to the districts. One hundred percent of the principal goes to end users and the administrative costs come out of the accrued interest. 
Some of the World Fund monies are used to fund the following:

1.  Ambassadorial Scholarships that pay all expenses for post graduate studies. Grace Connolly was honored with such a scholarship and studied in Belgium.
2.   Group Study Exchange

3.   Worldwide eradication of Polio. 99% percent of the world is now polio free thanks to Rotary.

Future goals of the World Fund are the promotion of Clean Water and Literacy.
