The celebration over the Institute for Savings’s gift of $600,000 to renovate the science labs at the Nock Middle School raised $160 in happy dollars. Mary Murray led the fundraiser with a $20 donation and sincere thanks to the Newburyport Education Foundation (NEF) and all the Rotarians involved. Jay McGovern, also a NEF member, thanked several of his colleagues on the board, including Cindy Johnson, Mike Strem, George Cashman, Jonathan Woodman and Frank Cousins.
