Dexter Mead, of Newbury, MA, spoke to the club about his crafting of military displays to honor veterans from the Civil War to the Iraq War. Mead, who served in the army from 1943-1945, investigates a person's military background to find which battles he or she served in, and then purchases those ribbons. He says that often people are unaware of the medals awarded by foreign governments for service abroad. (Mead prefers to work with new medals instead of older pieces.) Mead also works at cost on these displays, making no profit on his work. To begin a project, Mead asks for a photograph of the person from his or her military days and either the discharge papers for veterans of the Civil War to WWII or the DDII-14 for veterans of the Korean War through the Iraq War.
